Presentation of the «Illustrated encyclopaedia of Armenian culture in Ukraine. With a catalogued addendum containing the list of objects of Armenian culture in the museums and cultural reserves» written by the Ukrainian scholar – expert of philosophy and armenologist Irina Hayuk .
Presentation of  Irina Hayuk’s  «Illustrated encyclopaedia of Armenian culture in Ukraine…» will take place on October  2nd, 2012 in Kiev, in the Small conference-hall of National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. 
The presentation is devoted to the 500th anniversary of the Armenian printing  as in 1512 Hakop Megapart had printed in Venice the first Armenian book, and 100 years later  an Armenian Jan Muratovych (Karmatents) had established the Armenian printing house in Lviv which was then the  fourth Armenian typography in the world.
This «Encyclopedia …» will stimulate the profound study of history and culture of numerous Armenian colonies in Ukraine since the most ancient times and till today and that  is an important  phenomenon both for Armenia, and for Ukraine. During the centuries the Armenians played a remarkable role in all spheres of the Ukrainian society’s life.
It is a unique scholarly work which does not have analogues in Ukrainian, and also in foreign practice. The «Encyclopaedia…» was written on the basis of the depositories of forty four state museums and cultural reserves of the Ukrainian cities where there were historically significant Armenian communities. The text is accompanied with more than 500 illustrations – photos of the specimens of Armenian culture, from the museums of Kiev, Kamenets-Podolskyi, Lvov, Simferopol, Feodosia and other cities. 
In the first part of the book the author describes the life of the Armenians in different regions of Ukraine. Here the author also represents the overall development of Armenian culture and major fields of the Armenians' activities in Ukraine – diplomacy, trade, arms manufacturing, silk and carpet weaving, embroidery, jewellery, fine art and symbolism, the Armenian-Ukrainian theatrical and literary ties. The publication contains personal filing “Armenian personalities in Ukraine” (dedicated to the Armenian activists in Ukraine), “Armenian church and the religious personalities in Ukraine (dedicated to the religious leaders of the Armenian Church) as well as the filing, listing the Armenian artists whose works are stored in the museum collections in Ukraine. The reader will introduce himself with the magnificent Armenian artefacts stored in the Ukrainian museums – silver crosses, caskets, reliquaries and bowls, gold- and silver silk belts, fine carpets, portraits of the known and unknown Armenians, works of the outstanding Armenian artists. The second part of the book is a catalogue with descriptions of specimens of the Armenian culture which are kept in museums. Besides huge scientifically-applied value, it is a luxury executed edition which includes two volumes: the first volume is in Russian and Ukrainian, and the second is in English.
 In the publishing review to the «Encyclopedia …» the outstanding Ukrainian scholar, armenologist prof. Y. Dashkevych has written: «The need for such an analytical and synthetic study appeared long ago –  as far back as at least a century, when the research of the ancient Armenian Diaspora in Ukraine started to develop  intensively. One of very positive features of the encyclopaedia is the attempt to cover all evidences of Armenian culture in its various areas. Irina Hayuk is an experienced researcher of this topic. It is worth recalling her works on the history of the Armenian Church. The Encyclopaedia is the result of a long-standing research. It is based on the use of the unique literature. This has enabled the author to come to grounded generalizations that turn the encyclopaedia into an important manual. The investigation of the subjects, scattered around in many museums in the cities of Ukraine and related to Armenian culture, their detailed description, photographic copies etc. carried out by the author, deserve special attention. It must be emphasized that the scrupulous classification done by Irina Hayuk has very few analogues in the Ukrainian museological practice. The catalogue of monuments is an essential part of the present "Illustrated Encyclopaedia of Armenian Culture in Ukraine”.
